Vision  
The School Direct Physical Education programme at York St John aims to produce well rounded practitioners capable of delivering high-quality physical education lessons which inspire all pupils to succeed and excel in competitive sport and other physically demanding activities. They will understand the importance of pupils becoming physically confident in a way which supports their health and fitness, whilst providing opportunities to compete in sport and other activities to build character and embed values such as fairness and respect. We recognise that, in addition to the delivery of practical content, trainees must also develop the pedagogical knowledge to drive student progress in classroom settings, when delivering theorical examination courses such as GCSE PE, Cambridge National Sports Studies and BTEC qualifications.  
  
Physical education plays a unique role in the national curriculum allowing pupils to develop physically, mentally, morally, and socially within almost every lesson. The key national focus on improving student health and wellbeing, which is being increasingly tested, is also well served by the subject and must be a key consideration in all planning and delivery. Given the nature of the subject and the wide range of activities which need to be delivered, PE teachers need to develop a solid knowledge base and transferable skills to adapt their delivery to meet the needs of all learners.  
 
Intent 
During their time at York St John School Direct trainees will benefit from developing their teaching skills in areas such as behaviour management, assessment, and planning alongside trainees from other subjects. This information will then be given context and applied specifically to PE in subject specific sessions. All of the university delivery will be further enhanced via the high-quality mentoring provided by partnership schools, with whom we have a strong collaborative working relationship. Being immersed in the school environment will allow trainees to see first-hand what outstanding teaching looks like, developing their own toolbox with which to enhance their own delivery.  
  
The role of the PE teacher is ever-changing, and the course is designed to prepare students for this fast-moving and dynamic career. Greater emphasis is now placed on developing the whole child in an increasingly diverse range of activities and settings.  The increasing popularity of academic PE also requires trainees to have in-depth knowledge and understanding of such courses, whilst being thoroughly prepared to plan and deliver them to a high standard. The wider role of the teacher in a secondary school environment is also an important consideration due to ever increasing demands of safeguarding and pastoral responsibilities.  
  
In summary the School Direct Physical Education course aims to produce teachers with:  
 
· a passion for the subject, who can instil this same love of physical activity and sport in their students; 
 
· a breadth and depth of knowledge in practical activities across the full range of the national curriculum; 
 
· the ability to develop the whole child across their physical, mental, moral, and social capabilities;  
 
· the pedagogical knowledge and transferable skills to adapt their teaching to meet the wide range of learners and situations which will be encountered in a modern secondary school environment; 
 
· an appreciation of the ever-increasing role academic PE plays in day-to-day teaching and the tools to drive up pupil progress and address underperformance; 
 
· an understanding of the wider role of a secondary school teacher with specific knowledge of safeguarding best practice.

Programme Design – The programme is jointly designed by the partnership and is reviewed and developed each year in response to feedback from a variety of groups. This includes student feedback and is in many forms: within sessions, informal and formal surveys and student representative meetings. Annually, external examiners critically engage with all aspects of the programme and suggest areas for improvement. As a partnership team we analyse outcomes and consider areas for developing linked to national priorities. 
Core principles and values underpin the design of the programme, and the curriculum reflects the YSJ key themes and the ITTECF (DfE 2024) as indicted in the diagram below. The programme reflects the ‘Learn that’...and ‘Learn how to’...statements outlined in the ITTECF and draws on research-led evidence and statements from the framework. This mirrors what you will encounter in your first year as a teacher in the Early Career Framework and will support your transition. 
Expectations – This is a professional programme and the expectation is that you will engage with all elements of the sessions, including the prior reading and preparation tasks. The curriuclum supports the integration of analysis and critique of theory; research and expert practice within the programme is key to high quality training and education. Great teaching is underpinned by evidence and it is crucial that you view the programme in a holistic way rather than as two separate experiences of university and school.

Our subject specialist for PGCE Secondary Physical Education is Ruth Matthewson.  Below is some information from Ruth about her expertise in PE:  
 
Physical education has been my passion all of my life, not only as a spectator but also as a performer across a number of activity areas. I am still heavily involved in grass root sport particularly gymnastics, trampolining and netball. A number of years ago I was delighted to be awarded National coach of the year for gymnastics from British Gymnastics for my work with young people and in the same year I was also awarded Yorkshire coach of the year for my work within netball through England netball.  
It was no surprise that I opted to complete a BA hons degree in Physical Education and Geography before completing a PGCE in Physical Education and Geography. For 15 years I worked as a teacher of physical education across a number of secondary schools across Yorkshire, picking up a Head of Department post for the last 6 years of my time in school. As part of my role in school I was fortunate enough to work with many primary schools across York in my role as School Sport Co-Ordinator. This role led me to team teach regularly with primary school staff and help to raise their confidence and subject knowledge as well as running festivals at our secondary site for primary pupils to engage with. My work across York also led to me being the PE curriculum lead across the city with responsibility for arranging network support meetings with colleagues across York and wider. As an extension to this work, I still regularly deliver CPD to many primary and secondary schools within the area.
